Mission April 2nd-May 10th 2013

This April 2nd, my wife Gina, our
daughter Ashley, and I, will be going
to Thailand, Cambodia, Laos, Myramar
(Burma), South Korea and Philippines.
We first fly to Bangkok, Thailand along
with Pastor Gerald Rice, senior pastor
of Judah Christian Community, and his
wife Eileen Rice. They will join with us
during the first week of this mission
when we lead the Crossfire Thailand
Camp in Rayong. Pastor Rice will also
speak at the church of our national
director, Pastor Apichat, Sun April 7th.

Our first Crossfire Thailand Camp
will be Monday, April 8th through
Wednesday, April 10th in Rayong city.
Our theme this year is “No Fear,” and
all of our messages will deal with
overcoming fear. Our messages will
be covering three fears that God has
empowered us to overcome. The first
message will be about overcoming the
fears that try to keep people from
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accepting Christ. The second will be
about overcoming the fears that try to
keep youth from dealing with and
concurring sin. The third message will
be about facing the fears of
evangelism.

Following the Rayong camp, we will
travel to Cambodia on Friday, April
12th. There, we will meet with several
of the pastors who have Crossfire
active in their churches, as well as
make presentations to new pastors
and implement Crossfire in new
churches.

When we arrive, we will
cross into Burma to meet with
underground pastors to present
Crossfire to them, train them, and
implement Crossfire in their churches.
The following day, Tuesday, we will
travel into Laos with the same
objectives, to meet with underground
pastors, then do a presentation,
training, and implementation.

After our time in Burma and Laos,
we will fly from Bangkok to Cagayan
de Oro, a city on the island of
Mindanao in southern Philippines. We
will be there for 1 week from April
22nd through 29th, and afterward we
will return to Thailand. This will be the
first time | have returned to the
Philippines since April of 2007 when
Crossfire International was birthed.

Our time in the Philippines will
begin with a planning and prayer
meeting with the Crossfire Philippines
staff and leaders and our national
director, Larachel Noynay. On
Wednesday, April 24th, we will lead an
all day seminar for the Crossfire youth
and young adult Cell leaders, as well
as for interested pastors and youth
leaders. In this seminar we will
present Crossfire to new pastors and
leaders. Then we will do a training,
and will implement Crossfire into
these new churches. We will also be
further training and encouraging the
existing leaders and pastors.

On Thursday, April 25th, we will
visit Crossfire cell groups in the Love
and Faith Churches, and on Friday,
April 26th, we will preach for three
services for the Crossfire Philippines
camp. On that Sunday, we will also
preach in some of the local Love and
Faith churches.

We will return to Bangkok and
travel to Chang Mai, Thailand, for the
second Crossfire Thailand camp.
Pastor Apichat has indicated there
may be 1000 youth that attend this
camp, most or all of them from the
Lahu tribe. This camp will take place
Wednesday, May 1st through Friday,
May 3rd. We will also make
presentations to new pastors and
implement Crossfire in new churches,
as well as preach in local churches.
